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ABSTRACT

This article is part of a research study entitled ‘An Analysis on the
Buddhist Asthetics Conceptual Value towards the Doctrinal Penetration’
consists of three objectives as (1), to investigate the Buddhist aesthetic
conceptual value 2) to explore the Buddhist aesthetic concept and 3) to
analyze on the Buddhist aesthetic conceptual value towards the doctrinal
penetration. The research was conducted by the qualitative research method.

The results revealed that the concept of aesthetics focus on a study
of the beauty and usgliness in nature and arts including value that occurs with
the human emotion. Regarding the concept of Buddhist aesthetics, it focuses on
the beauty in two dimensions viz. the mundane and super mundane. According
to the Buddhist attitude of beauty and ugliness in the Buddhist Canon, it has
been described extensively and the concept of aesthetics divided into two

types as (1) objective aesthetic and (2) subjective aesthetics. The objective
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aesthetic is the perception of aesthetic experience that associated with material
qualities viz. nature, human body, culture and arts. The subjective aesthetic is
the perception aesthetic experience that associated with mentality or sense-
impression viz. eye-contact, ear-contact, nose-contact, tongue-contact, body-
contact and mind-contact. Regarding the value criteria on Buddhist aesthetics, it
can be divided into three conditions as (1) correspondence, (2) unity or oneness
and (3) truthfulness. In addition to the value of Buddhist aesthetics, it can be
divided into three categories: (1) morality (2) and artistic (3) Buddhist art.

However, the value of negative Buddhist aesthetic can be affected
towards the doctrinal penetration of Buddha’s disciples. The characteristic of
negative Buddhist aesthetic divides into four categories: (1) the ugliness of
morality, (2) the ugliness of behavior, (3) the ugliness of views and (4) the
ugliness of livelihood. In addition, the ideas to be constantly reviewed on the
ugliness can be divided into seven aspects viz. (1) the sensual desire, (2) the
loathsomeness of food, (3) the Five Aggregates, (4) Pamanika: judge or take
standard, (5) determining of the thirty two intuitive insight modes, (6) the
contemplation on foulness or loathsomeness and (7) determining of the higher
training in proper conduct. In addition, the researcher has raised the cases of
the Buddha’s disciple who have realized and entered the Stream-Enterer based
on the negative value of Buddhist aesthetic. It also found that there was no
disciple who have considered on the beauty alone and penetrated the
Buddha’s doctrine.
