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Abstract

This article was to study the effectiveness level of the elderly
welfare administration, compare the opinions, study problems, obstacles
and suggestions for the elderly welfare administration at Tha Chang
municipality Chanthaburi Province, using mixed methods. Findings were that
the effectiveness of the elderly welfare administration were at highest
levels. People with different gender, age, education and income did not
have the different opinions, rejecting the research hypothesis. Problems and

obstacles were the elderly did not receive enough attention, care and
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adoration from their heirs so they must live on a foster home for the elderly
or alone, therefore the municipality should support the development and
enhancement of the elderly caregivers and promote training in providing
welfare management services for the elderly to meet the elderly needs
sustainably.
