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ABSTRACT

Objectives of this research were: 1. To study the roles of administrative
monks in people at Wang Sai Phon District, Phichit Province , 2. To study the
comparison of administrative monks’ roles in Supperting people at Wang Sai Phon
District, Phichit Province and 3. To study problems, obstacles and recommendation
the roles of administrative monks in Supperting people at Wang Sai Phon District,

Phichit Province.

Methodology was the mixed methods; The quantitative research collected
data by survey method from 166 samples with questionnaires, analyzed data with
statistics: frequency, percentile, mean and SD, standard deviation, t-test and F-test
and one way ANOVA. The qualitative research collected data from 10 key
informants, interviewing with structured in-depth-interviewing scripts and analyzed

data by descriptive interpretation.
Findings were as follows:

1. The roles of administrative monks in Supperting people at Wang Sai
Phon District, Phichit Province by overall were at high level ( = 4.10) and classified
by each aspect; siving, sweet words, beneficially and proper behavior were also at

high levels consecutively.

2. Monks” opinions towards the roles of administrative monks in people
at Wang Sai Phon Districtm Phichit Province by F-test finding that administrative
monks with different age, Dhamma and Pali educational levels, had different roles

in peoplecharity, accepting set hypothesis. Administrative monks with formal



educational levels did not have different roles in Supperting people at Wang Sai

Phon District, Phichit province, denying the set hypothesis.

3. Problems, obstacles and recommendation for the roles of
administrative monks in people at Wang Sai Phon District, Phichit Province were
that 1) lack of working plan for charity distribution to cover the whole communities,
2) lack of continuous and concrete promotion activities to promote the charity
distribution, 3) lack of support and coordination with state and private agencies, 4)
lack of support from Sanga Order, each monastery conduct the activities on their
own in their own ways at different directions causing the activities not effective, 5)
lack of qualified personnel preparation to manage the works effectively in the

future.

Recommendation:  Monasteries must have good planning and job
division, empowerment of works in mental development and should conduct this
activity continuously with good, clear and sustainable plan, monasteries must
allocate enough and proper budget, cooperating with state and private agencies in
order to work effectively. Sangha Order must see the importance of this charity ,
coordinating with other agencies and networks so that the work would be in the
same direction, Monasteries must develop and support personnel for higher
positions and responsibility in the future. More importantly, Sangha Order must
work together systematically with network to move in the same direction seriously

for the sustainability of Buddhism.
