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Abstract

This article explored the Bogor goals and the transition to the Putrajaya
Vision of the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC), by using a study method
from document research. The study was found that APEC’s Bogor Goals, which
the performance has been successful to a certain extent, as a guide for trade and
investment liberalization among APEC members. In 2020, however, APEC
presented Putrajaya vision to continue with its ending Bogor goal and expanding

the scope of work practices that are more inclusive and sustainable. For Thailand
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to be the host summit in 2022, it is an opportunity to play a role in the APEC
arena to further the shared interests of the region in accordance with the new
vision.
