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Abstract

This study on “Evidence of Inadequacy in ‘Associative Thinking’
among Thai University Students” aims to examine levels of understanding
—problems which lead to inadequacy in ‘associative thinking’ among Thai
university students. An English passage containing metaphor was given
as a reading-test to 77 university students who were allowed to write their
answers in Thai. It was found that the answers to the key question are of

three categories: the well-thought (19.48%), the moderately-presented
(19.48%) and the poorly-exhibited (61.03%). The least satisfactory
answers, those in the poorly-exhibited category, are grouped in three
manners, i.e missing the point (40.4%) confusing (34%) and making
things up (25.5%).

The writer concludes that the inadequacy in “associative thmklng
results from the ineffectiveness and the inefficiency of the teaching-

learning strategies in Thai society.

Biological and Psychological Aspects of Hearing

Sound is produced incidentally by almost all events in

nature that involve the rapid motion of air or water or even

moderate movement, particulary the impacts of solid

objects. It is very difficult to make any sort of machine run
without some noise. Sound is one of nature’s surest signs
of activity, and therein lies its primitive biological significance.
Hearing keeps us informed of activities going on at some
distance from us and gives us warning it that activity
becomes more powerful or approaches very close. Sight,
to be sure, also informs us of distant events, but hearing is
the true “watchdog” of the senses. (A watchdog should
really be called a “harkdog,” for he hears the stranger
approach by night before he sees him.) The sun never sets
for hearing, and sound waves come to us around corners
and reach our ears whichever way our heads are turned.
No “earlid” covers the ear in sleep. Experiments on the
electrical activity of the brain show that the sleeping brain is
at least partially aroused by sounds, even by rather faint
sounds if they are unusual or if we have learned that they

are warning signals for us.
