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James Low and His Quest for Knowledge
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Abstract

The purpose of this article is to examine three selected writings of
James Low. one of the English East India Company’s officers-
administers stationed in Penang in the early half of the nineteenth
century. Ideological influences on his work will be analyzed as well
as the objectives of his writings and his views towards the indigenous
people. The three selected writings are A Grammar of The T hai or
Siamese Language, Journal of a Public Mission to Raja of Ligor and
A translation of the Keddah Annals termed Merong Mahawangsa.
His work indicates that he was influenced by the Enlightened 1deas
of British philosophers both the classic liberals and the Unitarianists.
Low believed in the power of free trade. It would bring forth progress,
equality and prosperity to every nation and race. Great Britain, as
the most civilized nation, had the right to intervene in the affairs of
the less civilized countries or even colonize them for the betterment
of their oppressed citizens. His quest for knowledge 1s to find tacts
about the natives for the Company’s political advantages and
commercial gains. He believed the scientific methods he employed
would certainly bring him to the truth.
