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East Timor: The Occupation, the Intervention

and the Dependency
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Abstract

East Timor 1s situated on the eastern part of Timor island.
This territory was settled and colonized by the Portuguese in the
sixteenth century. The Dutch claimed most of the western part of
the 1sland. After a long confrontation, both sides agreed to demarcate

the borderline. It was clear that Portugal had not brought much

development to East Timor. During World War II, East Timor was
invaded and conquered by Japan. Portugal was back in power after
the war. In the mid 1970s, the Portuguese government decided that
East Timor should become independent. However, East Timorese
were divided into two groups with different political points of view:

to become independent and to become a part of Indonesia. While
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the status of East Timor remained unclear, Indonesia annexed East
Timor as a province of Indonesia in 1976. The world community
did not recognize the annexation and East Timorese continuously
resisted the Indonesian administration. The political and economic
crisis in the late 1990s caused the withdrawal of Indonesia from East

Timor. Meanwhile, the United Nations undertook several missions
in order to restore law and order and also supported the improvement
and the establishment of institutions which were needed by the new
independent nation. The missions were mostly accomplished 1n 2002
when East Timor declared independence. During the past 5 centuries,
East Timor was governed, manipulated and intervened in endlessly by
foreigners, who had not concentrated much on the development of

East Timor. Therefore, most infra-structure and essential institutions
had not been developed. Although East Timor 1s now an independent
state. the survival of the country still relies on foreign assistance.
This dependency has limited the alternatives of foreign policy

formation and implementation. In addition, foreign assistance has

opened channels for intervention into the internal affairs of East Timor

by donor countries.
