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Japan’s Promotion of Long Stay Visit
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Abstract

This article explores the Japanese government’s project on long stay

visit. During the upturn 1n the economy of Japan (1986 - 1989), the govern-

ment encouraged the retired Japanese to live abroad permanently. However,
due to reactions against the plan within and outside Japan, the government
