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Abstract
Zhuangzi has been variously understood, for example, as a skeptic or

as a relativist. This article 1s aimed to show that Zhuangzi 1s neither a skeptic

nor a relativist. Yet, he 1s an epistemological realist who accepts two kinds or
levels of knowledge and truth, 1.e. the inferior knowledge of the relative truth
depending upon the standard or perspective that we use to justify our
knowledge and the superior knowledge of the objective or absolute truth
lying beyond any perspectives. Zhuangzi employs skepticism as a strategy to
help us know the problems and relativity of the perspective to which we are

attached and to enable us to go beyond that perspective.
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
