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Abstract

This article reviews the state of knowledge and methodology of
poverty studies in an international context to point out the historical
development, conceptual framework, and methods used to study
poverty. The study found that the transition to a liberal economy,
globalization, and Postmodernism in the late 1990s, have led to
various cross-disciplinary approaches to poverty studies. However,
positivism still influences public policy formulation on poverty both
internationally and in Thailand. Also, the study found that there are
still limitations to the methodology for studying urban poverty. In
addition, The impact of COVID-19 has resulted in a more severe
situation of poverty as well as revealed the political problems of

reducing inequality and poverty.
