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Abstract

The objective of this qualitative research is to examine roles of
the media based on theory of role of media and the mass media. Theory
of role of media and documentary research method are employed in data
analysis to produce results in descriptive writing style.

The findings indicated that the mass media were based on social
structure filling the role of keep balance of the society. That is to say,
the mass media played the role of giving information to the masses
in order to bring cybernetic exchange which led to homeostasis. However,
in a society, social problems could not be avoided as there were different
public expectation from different social classes. Ethical factors in this regard
included 1) motivation for professional standards, public trust, and
the law, 2) motivation for task completion, and 3) motivation for
advancement. All in all, it could be said that the media still had limited
influence upon the masses’ perception as at individual level, and they
selectively perceived information from the media. Expectation of
the well-rounded information given to the masses should be raised because
generalization in the media or negatively presented news was still
apparent, especially in the form of agenda setting as the mass media
played a role in agenda setting in a society leading to perception and
interest of the public, coupled with significance attached to social
