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The Potential of Creative Tourist Attractions at Khlong Sra Bua,
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Abstract
The purpose of this research was to study the potential of creative tourist attractions at Khlong
Sra Bua, Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province. Mixed-method was used as a research methodology. The
sample consisted of 400 tourists, community leaders, and community partners. Questionnaires and
structured interviews were upon as the research instruments. Statistics used for data analysis were

mean, standard deviation, and descriptive analysis. The results showed that 1) the overall tourism
potential was at a high level (D: 3.98), followed by conservation and cultural heritage promotion
(X: 4.25), respectively, 2) systematic management of natural resources and the environment. and
sustainable with an average of 4.09, and 3) community-based tourism management with the lowest
average (5:347). Wat Na Phra Meru, Wat Klang Khlong Sra Bua (Luang Por Tanjai), Wat Si Pho (Maha Ud

Church), and Wat Kruttharam (The Time Gate) were significant ancient tourist attractions of the

community.
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
