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Using the Phonics Instruction to Promote English Pronunciation and Vocabulary
Knowledge among Grade 1 Students
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study English pronunciation of students after learning through
the phonics method and 2) to study English vocabulary knowledge of students after learning through the phonics
method. The target group was 12 grade 1 students studying the fundamental English subject (ENG 11101) at Ban
Maelana School, Pangmapha district, Maehongson province during the second semester of academic year 2016.
The research instrument was 7 phonics method lesson plans. The data collecting instruments were an English
pronunciation assessment form and an English vocabulary knowledge test. The data was analyzed for mean, standard
deviation and percentage.

Findings of the research were as follows: 1) The students’ English pronunciation passed the pre-set criterion
of 60 percent at excellent level after learing through the phonics method; 2) the students’ English vocabulary

knowledge passed the pre-set criterion of 60 percent at excellent level after learning through the phonics method.
