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ABSTRACT

This research aims 1) to study the problems in learning and teaching Pali language, 2) to compare the opinions
of teachers and students of different sexes and ages on the problems of Pali language learning and teaching, and
3) to suggest how to improve and develop the learning and teaching method of Pali language for Buddhist studies
and increase the students’ learning achievement in the future. The research samples were teachers and first year
students in academic year 2017 at Mahamakut Buddhist University, Lanna Campus totaling 350 people. The instrument
used was a questionnaire. Statistics used in data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test and F-test. The results of data analysis were presented in form of tables and description.

Results of the study were as follows. 1) Teachers and students had their overall opinion on the problems
in learning and teaching Pali language for Buddhist studies in Mahamakut Buddhist University, Lanna Campus at the
high level (X=4.27, S.D. = 0.49). When considering each aspect, all of which were at high level as arranged in rank by
mean scores in descending order as follows: content, learning and teaching, learning and teaching media, measurement
and evaluation, activity, and environment. 2) According to the overall opinion of those as classified by status, sex,
and age on the six aspects of problems in learning and teaching Pali language for Buddhist studies in Mahamakut
Buddhist University, Lanna Campus, it was found not significantly different as a whole and individual aspects at the .05
level. 3) Suggestions for solving problems included: there should be integration of Pali language and modern
sciences; there should apply modern technology in teaching Pali language; there should make a trip to the temple
to make merit and study religious places in Buddhism; there should apply modern media for learning and teaching
Pali language; there should stimulate the classroom by decorating it with a set of altar tables, Buddha statue, Buddha
historical pictures, Jataka tales in order to use in learning and teaching Pali language, and there should arrange an

examination of specific knowledge in Pali language.
