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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to examine factors that affect the non-income debt amounts of the Small
and Medium Enterprises (SMEs)’ debtors. Moreover, this project intended to create a model for the
consideration of screening and cluster the debtor groups based on factors that relate to the non-income
debt amounts of the debtors as controlled by a bank’s the business office of entrepreneurial debtors in
Nakhon Ratchasima. This research collected secondary data from the debtor database of a commercial
bank’s the busines office of entrepreneurial debtors in the Nakhon Ratchasima, including both quantitative
and qualitative data of specific current debtors. Factor analysisis applied to reduce the multiple variables
into the same group or factor by grouping the relative variables into the same factor and then used such
calculated scale for processing the discriminant analysis to classify the debtors. The research findings
presented that 1) from the analysis of multiple regression indicated that the controlled variables, such as
the size of the business, industrial conditions as organized by the banks, gross profit plus depreciation cost
(percentage), net profit (percentage), debt collection period (days) and steady growth, correlated with the
amount of non-income debts. The six variables can explain the variance of the variables at 26.90%. 2) The
coefficient's rate from factor scores which were obtained by the regression analysis can be used to write
regression equation value of each factor. Elements and factors that affect the non-income debt amounts
were depended on two elements or two factors and each of them were comprised by different variables.
The two factors can be explained by the variance of all variables at 16.28 and 10.99, respectively. The
research results can be applied to the debtors’ behaviors and thus introduced them how to avoid being
the non-income debtors, as well as decrease the costs of the non-income debt management. By this
means, product developers and administrative team might create the new product that is appropriate for
the debtors.
