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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study parents’ opinions on family role and music practice and parents’
expectation for music lesson at a non-formal private music school. This research study compared the results
between two groups which were parents with music playing experiences and parents without music playing
experiences. The research conducted at KPN Music Academy JAS Urban, Srinakarin branch. The sampling
size is 182 students. The research methodology was based on survey with rating scale answers. The statistics
used were descriptive statistics comprised of mean, percentage, standard deviation, and t-test. In aspect of
opinions, the results indicated that both groups’ opinions and expectations were indifferent. Parents
acknowledged that family support and effective music practice are important to make learning music
successful. In reflecting upon parents’ expectation, the research showed that parents expected their child
to gain emotional, cognitive, and social skills development rather than professional musician kills. For the
parents, who have musical playing experiences were rated by the expectation level as the following 1) X=
4.66,S.D. = 0.47 2) X = 4.62, S.D. = 0.58 3) X= 4.42, S.D. = 0.53 and 4) X= 3.36, S.D. = 0.75, while parents
without music playing experiences rated expectation level 1) X= 4.54, 5.D. = 0.59 2) X= 4.42, S.D. = 0.63 3)
X=4.22,S.D. = 0.60 and 4) X = 3.30, S.D. = 0.73. Therefore, the school should understand what parents
need while also preparing lesson plan, events, and activities as following to the primary goal and

expectation in students’ musical training achievement. .
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
