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Abstract

The objectives of this study are to study dominant
discourse, counter-discourse, and counter-hegemony discourse
in the industrial development of the Map Ta Phut Model. The
study revealed that dominant discourse has derived from a
reproduction of capitalism ideology of the elites’ alliances.
Meanwhile, counter-discourse can be divided into two types;

counter-discourse rising from relation to middle class groups of
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people with ecologist ideology and counter-discourse rising from
grassroots or SME entrepreneurs with ideology of survive and
keep existence of industrial society. From this perspective, a
contestable matter has taken place among different activists
group for retaining powers and dominate their discourse
perspective. As a consequence, the alliances of middle-class
need to overcome and dominate in civil society, meanwhile,
community villagers fight for survival reason and their own

legitimacy.
