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CHAPTERI1

Abstract

This article aims to analyze the power relationship between Thailand and
the US as a superpower through Globalization and Pax Americana. A logic of
capitalism had enhanced the US to assign a Thai state as natural resources base
as well as exported markets for Japan which was set as “Industrial Workshop”.
According to this strategy, the US had to develop a production structure and public
administration in Thailand identically with what the US desired. To achieve this
mission, the main actor in pursuing this project is USOM. Apparently, this unit had
had a major role in adjusting Thailand’s public administration, in bridging
administration organizations and universities between the US’s and Thailand’s, in
practicing civil servants and academics, and in arranging curriculum in Thailand.
These missions had prompted a concrete action on crafting public administration
in the Thai state. Such phenomenon had reflected the power relationship of
American’s foreign policies which were mostly abandoned from an academic

community in Thailand.

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CHAPTER2

Abstract

The highly influential public administration concept of the late 20th
century was the New Public Management (NPM) since it created crucial conceptual
phenomena as discussed through numerous article and practices in many
developed and developing countries. Similarly, Thailand adopted the NPM
concept as a framework for bureaucratic reform. Likewise, the government of
Thailand had brought this NPM as the government management and reform as
especially seen in the government of Thaksin Shinawatra, who applied this modern
management reform in Thailand after unsuccessful effort to reform the
bureaucracy in the past. At present, the reform took over the past twenty years.

This study explored the introduction of NPM concepts into Thailand and
the implications of the concept by gathering academic critiques that reflected key
issues in most developing countries to analyze the current issue in Thailand. This
will help illustrated the key weaknesses of the particular concept, conditions on
how to implement the concept into practice in order to solve the problems and
bridge the gap between theoretical and practical ways. In addition, the findings, to
response to the question, showed whether the NPM concept has completely been
transformed into a new concept, and this would also be the creation of new

continuous knowledge subject to the applied science of public administration.

Abstract

The research, entitled “Strategies to prevent to resolve Cambodian
immigrant workers illegally at Sakaeo Province Checkpoint” was designed utilizing
a combination of research methods. This research was the mixed methods. The
following presents objectives, methodology, and results.

The first research objective was to investigate problems in protection of
Cambodian illegal immigration at Sakaeo province border. The quantitative
research method was employed. The sample in this research included 382 police,
soldier, and administrative officers. The research instrument for data collection was
the rating scale questionnaire. The research results fall at the high level (X =3.56).
Classified by individual variables, the major results showed the high level on
economy (X=3.81) and operation (X=3.67) respectively, while the moderate level
was on budget which was the lowest one for this study (X=3.24).

The second research objective was to create protection strategies on
problems of Cambodian illegal immigration at Sakaeo province. The workshop was
employed as a part of the research procedure. Respondents and participants
included 15 key administrators whose offices were responsible for the cases. The
research results found 20 strategies - classified into 6 aggressive, 6 protective,
6 corrective, and 2 receptive ones.

The third research objective was to propose guidelines for protection and
resolution concerning Cambodian illegal immigration at Sakaeo province. The
created strategies were examined and evaluated by 5 key academics as peer
reviewers. Eighteen strategies got approved for action and finally they were

proposed to the related offices.

Abstract

The budget processes for public sector are divided into four phases:
preparing, approving, executing and controlling the budget. Organs of state which
are involved in budget processes have to respect the fundamental principles.
Prohibiting the legislatures from initiating the budget, balance and unity are the
principles for the budget preparation. Authoritativeness and prohibiting the
legislatures from budget spending are the principles for approval of the budget.
Annual basis, universality and specificity are the principles for budget execution.
Finally, the budget control needs to concern the basis of accountability and the
principles in Lima Declaration of Guidelines on Auditing Precepts. However, some
principles do not appear in Thai legal system and some has not been enacted

completely.
