Abstract

"Voluntary Active Euthanasia" is the practice of intentionally
ending life or to hasten death in order to alleviate a patient's pain
and suffering at his or her request. This article aims to conduct
a comparative study of the criminal liability of voluntary active
euthanasia offenders in Thai and German law.

The study found that, nowadays, Voluntary Active Euthanasia
is an act which constitutes criminal offense of murder under
Section 288 or 289 of Thai Criminal Code. As a result, the
offender shall be punished by death penalty, life sentence or
imprisonment from fifteen years to twenty years. Despite the fact
that Voluntary Active Euthanasia is still an illegal intentional killing,
the requests of the killed persons are considered the factual
element which differs it from murder in other forms. Therefore, to
prosecute euthanasia offenders for the same criminal offenses as
the offenders of murder in other figures is not appropriate.

This article, therefore, suggests that Thai Criminal law
should take into account the special characteristics of the factual
element of the crime of euthanasia. In case of voluntary active

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euthanasia, the crime is committed by medical practitioners or
closed relatives as a result of an explicit and serious request of
the killed person, whereas in case of general murders, the crime is
committed as a result of intentional harm to life of other persons
without their consent. Turning this special factual element into
an element of offense to distinguish, in the view of the laws,
voluntary active euthanasia from murder in other forms and
associate different legal consequences to each case is an
appropriate step to make Thai criminal law be more in
accordance with "sound judgment", while "Rechtsgut" is
nevertheless preserved when dealing with offenses against life to
decline the legality of voluntary active euthanasia in the same

manner as in German criminal law.

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Abstract

From 2017, May 22nd there was a coup d’etat in Thailand
by the military take over from the democratically elected
government. But many Thai people have come to congratulate
and welcome to new leader from powerful military, can be
decided decisively called “Full Power” This research is interested
in what types of leader that Thai society likes or wants.

This research aims to identify the Full- Power political
leadership type that Thai society wants and then create a
mathematical equation to know what kind of leadership that Thai
society wants, depends on what factors, how much and how is
the direction. The 4 region were randomly selected from 77
provinces, the total electoral sample of 443 samples were
analysis by stepwise multiple regression analysis and other. The
research found that Thai society wants or desires a full power
leader (authoritarian or totalitarian) with an average of 58.17 (Full
100). Factors that affect the need of full power leadership are
caused by 4 factors, first are the ability to organize society.
Secondly, is the respondent’s age and next is the ability to solve
the political situation and the last one is the ability to create
economic growth but there is a negative value in the equation,
showed that Thai society having a negative effect on the full
power leadership in the economic growth of the country. This
leads the decrease in demand for this leadership. The result of
this analysis set a reliability level of 95% can be determined the
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quantity and direction by the following equation.

The suggestions from this research are for full power
political leaders to rate the liking level or the demand to growing
up more and more it should enhance the ability to resolve
political situations by consider about people’s right or freedom of
expression and international acceptance includes. Should solve
the weakness by increasing the capacity of the country to increase
its economic growth and it should enhance the ability to solve
terrorism and corruption problems in the government. It should
have a program that is beneficial to older people because they
are more likely about full power leader and should be devised
policies that are beneficial “Be to one’s taste” to the people
which is unforgettable. For researchers should use this method of
research to replicate, modifies or expanded, or further explored to

use this research into a new political theory.

This research aims to study and analyze the degree of
tension while the police officers performs their duties. With regard
to tension management of police officers in the Provincial Police
Region 2, this research adopts mix methodology combining
quantitative and qualitative approaches. In terms of quantitative,
the sampling is composed of 1019 police officers in the Provincial
Police Region 2. Meanwhile, the qualitative interview seeks to
select three priorities of answers that the police officers mostly
chose.

The research has found that the police officers have low
level of tension (equally to 2.48). When considering on each side,

the police officers have low level of tension in mental and
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physical expression, equally 2.54 and 2.40 respectively. The
overall work factor has a low level of stress (equally 2.58). When
considering on each side, on the one hand, working circumstance
has a medium level of tension in three dimensions: work
progression (equally 2.70), organizational structure (equally 2.69)
and job description (equally 2.63) respectively. On the other
hand, working circumstance has a low level of tension in two
dimensions: their role in organization (equally 2.56), the
relationship within the same organization (sigma 2.28) respectively.
Often, the study also found that the police officers have to solve
their tension management equally 2.53. In order to resolve
problem, self-development and self-consciousness is occasionally
top two priorities of the provincial police region 2 (equally 2.36).
There are several suggestions in developing the tension
management of the police officers; the duration of working time,
reducing multi-task responsibility, increase welfare and benefit,
organizing activities in collaboration with internal and external

organizations, and increase sufficient number of officers.

The research titled ‘Success Factor for Public Service of
Local Administrative Organization: Case Study of Lampang
Municipalities for analysis a causal relationship on factors of public
administration affecting an achievement of municipality
performance in Lampang. The researcher collected data from 42
municipalities. The independent variables were 7 that were
strategy clearness, unit structure suitability, work system
suitability, personnel skill, recruitment, administration pattern, and
co-value. A dependent variable was score of public service
achievement. Tool for collecting data was questionnaire. Data
analyzed by average, standard deviation, and stepwise method.

The result of applying a Stepwise method to 7 independent
variables and the dependent variable with the statistical
significance at .05 found that they were able to explain an
alteration of performance achievement with percentage of 67.2
The result found that there were only 3 of independent variables
affecting to public service administration with statistical
significance such as strategy clearness, administration pattern,

and co-value.

Abstract

This research is conducted with two main objectives, first, to
understand the model and process of innovation in human
resource management and second, the result of using innovation
in human resource management in Thai Fashion Luxury
Entrepreneurs. This research conducted mixed methods of
qualitative and quantitative approaches. The qualitative method
utilized group interviews with 12 human resource personnels at
head level. For quantitative method, this research conducted
questionnaires from 77 personnels and found that many
entrepreneurs had applied a process innovation in human
resource management. Process Innovation has changed the
way business operated. Innovation is used in a continuous style,
backdrop survey, and grid administration (Grid OD) to increase
organizational effectiveness. The results of innovation in human
resource management are as follows: first, innovation makes HRM
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more convenient and faster; second, innovation helps HRM more
efficient and effective; third, innovation in HRM gives accuracy for
work. Quantitative research found that the level of opinion on the
use of innovation in HRM was at a high level. It also found that
the level of feedback on innovation in HRM was at the high level
as well. The results of the relationship between innovation
and the effect of innovation on HRM indicated the correlation
coefficients to be high (between 0.735 - 0.884) at statistical

significance of 0.01.

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Abstract

The research on "Sanya Dharmasakti and Thai Public
Administration" aims to 1) analyze the public administrative
policy of Professor Sanya Dharmasakti while holding his position
as the prime minister 2) analyze the public administrative policy
of Professor Sanya Dharmasakti according to the principles of
philosophy, concepts and theories in terms of political sciences.
This research was qualitatively conducted by studying documents
related to Professor Sanya Dharmasakti's gospel performance of
policymaking and public administration while holding his position
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as a prime minister. The researchers used the collected
documents to analyze either for the success or failure of the
policy regarding philosophy, concepts and theories in terms of
political science. Interviewing scholars, administrators and persons
who had responsibility to put the policy into practice was also
implemented.

The findings were as follows: 1) the public administrative
policy of Professor Sanya Dharmasakti while holding position of
prime minister consisted of workforce policy, agricultural policy
and educational policy. The policy that was practically successful
such as labor relations. The policy that was not successful was
found in policy of land reformation for agriculture and education
policy; 2) the results of the comparative analysis of Professor
Sanya Dharmasakti's administrative public policy and principles
of philosophy, concepts and theories in terms of public
administration found that policy of labor relations was the
successful policy due to the following of Thomas Aquinas's
philosophy that nation must take responsibility of their people
and raise the level of their quality of life and Voradej Chandarasorn's
rational model of theories public policy implementation. Although
the implementation of agricultural land reform and education
policy were related to Thomas Hobbes's philosophy that public
needs to divide land for people's earning to live happily and
education policy that related to Aristotle and Socrates's philosophy

in that education can make people have good life quality, these
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policies were not successful. This is attributable to top-down
policy implementation, where the policy maker gives higher
priority to the policy itself and control over policy implementation
as important to the success of policy implementation, more than
the lower level practitioner. Therefore policy failure results from
having a main structure that is not based upon a suitable theory,
having the involvement of several agencies, complexities in
command and joint coordination between agencies, as well as
lack of connectivity and continuity in policy implementation. This

finding is in line with the research of Pressman and Wildavsky.

This research examines the existing model for prevention
and suppression of transnational crimes with a view to proposing
a future model that is more productive and efficient. In the
process, the researcher studied documents on content analysis
and in-depth interviews with 24 senior administrators and
operational officers attached to units of the Royal Thai Police
concerned with the prevention and suppression of transnational
crimes.

The study found that:

1. The determination of policy and strategic planning initially
did not extend to the prevention and suppression of international
crimes, which was introduced in 2011 and is still in use today.

2. There was a formal organization of the structure and
administration which covered all tasks but it was not until
transnational crimes occurred frequently that an informal
organization for the prevention and suppression of transnational

crimes was established, notably in 2011, and still functions today.
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3. Operationally, there was a model for the prevention and
suppression of general crimes. Later, operational forces were
integrated across units in order to boost efficiency in the
prevention and suppression of transnational crimes.

Proposals: The relatively sound administrative model
should be kept. The determination of policy should be consistent
with the period of work planned clearly specified. Regulations,
laws and rules should be compact. The structure should be
adjusted to suit the nature and quantity of the work. Operationally,
personnel should be trained and developed with attention to

incentives and moral support.

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Abstract

The title of this research is “Struggle History of Local
Community for Participation in Map Ta Phut Area Industrialization
Process” in terms of qualitative research. The objectives of this
research are listed under three articles. 1) To study the progress
of patterns in the local community when participating in the
process of industrial development. 2) To study factors advocating
and hindering participation of the community. 3) To propose
practical strategies, mechanisms, and processes in the
development and participation of the community in the industrial

development in Map Ta Phut, Rayong.
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The research revealed three periods of development and
participation of the community during the industrial development
of Map Ta Phut industrial estate: 1) Pre-industrial to industrial
period (1981 - 1987) - the period of making decisions regarding
policy, and procedure of mega projects solely by the government.
2) Period of industrial expansion and its impacts (1988 - 2006) -
the period industries expanded and affected the community, and
the community starting to demand responsibilities from the
government. 3) Booming industries period (2007 - present) - industry
has the highest growth rate during this period. The community
moved to oppose development widely and this led to
prosecutions in the administrative court in which the community’s
side prevailed. For this reason, ways to adapt have been brought
to the community and the industrial sector. Nowadays, the union
of the community and industries appear to be “Good for Industry,
good for community, good for environment” driven by direct and
indirect benefits. Factors hindering in the participation of the
community in this period are local countryside cultures that
ienore the outside world, no information about the projects,
a reluctance to be against the government sector, government
authorities that ignore the community’s rights, and capitalists who
aim to take advantage of the economy. Factors supporting
the participation of local communities are community knowledge,
receiving outside help from NGOs and the media, strong

environmental leaders, and knowledge of the administrative court
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mechanisms. In addition, the researcher would like to purpose
some recommendations. For example: the government sector

knowledge in new technology in the senior government officials,
lack of foreign language proficiency and international relation skills
in government officials, limitation of administrative power in
villages, and the condition of roads that obstruct the safety and
convenient transportation especially those outside the municipal
area.

In order to solve the aforementioned problems and
obstacles, the district was expected to consider these following
recommendations: organize the political trainings for the
enhancement of the Party’s members and the citizens’

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Abstract

This research examines travel within Thailand with particular
emphasis on the conditions and the potential of the tourism
industry in Thailand. The data utilized was collected through
a study of tourism and festivals in Thailand. The objective was to
enhance the understanding of the factors affecting tourist travel
during the Thailand festival, the cost of travel and the impact of
the festival on Thailand’s tourism industry. Survey data were
collected through responses to a questionnaire designed on the
basis of a review of documentation on related research. 400
samples responded to the questionnaire by convenience sampling
technique. The data were processed by using a statistical program
to calculate frequency values, percentages, and results from
regression exercises conducted to classified data and determine
the factors influencing tourist visits during the festival. Next,
the hypotheses were tested using the Chi-square statistics.
The following were the factors identified: age, status, income,
and favorite place to travel, the manner of traveling, traveler’s
companion, travel transportation, booking accommodation,
and the favorite type of restaurants. After classifying the costs of
travel by category of expenditure, it was found that tourist
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expenditures on travel were essentially the same, but there were
significant differences with respect to the costs associated with
accommodation, food, souvenirs, and entertainment. Four factors
have correlated significantly with tourist travel during the festival
of Thailand: duration of visit, transportation cost, souvenir cost,
and entertainment cost. Hence, it is recommended that the
government and the private sector should collaborate to
reduce the cost of transportation during the festival, support the
development of tourist souvenir, and urge the community to
produce to organize greater variety of tourism activities during the

festival.

Background and significance of the problems

Following several crises including the volatility of oil prices
on the world market witnessed over the past decade the world
economy has slowdown significantly. The great recession
impacted tourism business in particular and the search for
solutions is still on. The impact of these developments has been
different in different countries. For instance, in Thailand, tourism
plays a major role in determining the country’s economy given
the revenue it generates. The industry also contributes to other
related businesses such as hotels, restaurants, souvenirs,
and transportation, which significantly contribute to overall
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employment and distribution of income to local communities.
Further, tourism brings in foreign currency of the order of several
thousand million baht. Thus, tourism industry employs more than
two million people, equivalent to 6-7 percent of total labor
employment (Ministry of Tourism and Sports, 2016, p. 5) as well as
the distribution of income to rural areas. The foreign currency thus
attracted helps offset the country’s trade deficit in a period
the merchandise exports of Thailand are expected to fall as a
consequence of the slowdown in the global economy.

In view of the economic situation described above, it is not
clear which direction the tourism industry will take in the near
future. What is clear is that some decisive action is needed. To
facilitate the determination of the actions needed, this paper
seeks to enhance our understanding of the factors presently

affecting the growth of Thailand’s tourism industry.

The Theory

Theory of Demand Tourism

Kanpoil, Sawitee (2003, pp. 10-15) defined tourism demand
as the need of tourists to travel to tourist destinations and by
attractive products. For tourist demand to manifest, tourists will
need to have the ability and willingness to purchase goods and

services within their travel period.
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Theory of Supply Tourism

The supply side of tourism is a response to the demand of
tourism consumption which refers to the amount tour operators
can sell within a specified period at a certain level of rates
charged. If the prices of service and travel decrease, the number
of tourism operators decrease. Likewise, if the cost of the trip
increases, the volume of business travel services will be
decreased. For example, Chiang Mai, a travel agent operating from
Bangkok, usually charges2000 baht per group. Now, if tour
companies want the services to be sold to 100 tourists, the agent
can reduce the cost to, say, 1500 baht. Moreover, as the rates
increase, the company in question makes more profit. Figure

The analyses of the factors that make tourists choose to
travel during festivals or special events.

It was found that the factors that make travelers want to
travel during festivals or special events include sex, age, status,
education, job, income, favorite place to travel, the primary
purpose of visit, the manner of traveling, traveler’s companion,
travel transportation, booking accommodation, overnight
accommodation and the favorite kind of restaurants. The
dependent variable was the interval between tourist visits:
“regular time” was represented by 0 while travel during

“festivals” and “special events” was represented by 1 (Table 2)

Data were analyzed using a computer program capable
of determining the Pearson Chi-Square value for each variable,
examine the correlation between the independent variable and
dependent variable and, finally, discard variables with no
significant correlation. Next, the data subject to a multivariate

analysis technique called the Binary Logistic Regression analysis.
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Each value of Pearson Chi-Square given a score based on
the importance of the variables; specifically, the weight for each
variable was set equal to the corresponding value of Pearson
Chi-Square.

(0.707), followed by ‘favorite kind of restaurants’ (0.392) and then
‘status’ (0.329).
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Back Testing

Attention then shifted to testing the actual values with the
forecast values model. This involved Back Testing at the cut value
at various levels (between 0-1), which is the cut value is value of
the decided to select travel during the festival or special event.
A forecast value smaller than the cut value indicated that the
tourists had not traveled during festivals or special events (i.e.,
they chose to travel at regular time travels) while a value larger
than or equal to the cut value indicated that the tourists had
preferred to travel during the festival or special events. Table 6

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The back testing results indicate that the factors affecting
tourist choice of travel during festivals or special events with the
best available a cut value of 0.50 which from the table no.5, it
can see that this model calculates the probability correctly 69.5%.

Analysis of the impact of festivals and special events

Table 7 shows the results of our analysis of the impact of
festivals and special events on Thailand’s tourism industry by
comparing the cost of travel between the cost of the trip at the
regular time and the cost of the travel during the festival that cost

increase, the same, or decrease.

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We find from Table 7 that most tourists still had to spend
money to travel the same amount. Proportionally, expenditures
on accommodation, food cost, souvenirs cost, and entertainment
costs are higher than the cost of journey.

The next test to conduct was checking the independence of
two populations using Chi-square test to determine the relative
impact of festivals and special events. The independent variable
in this context was the period travel as determined by the
multivariate analysis at a cut value equaling 0.50.The dependent
variables consisted of the number of nights spent per visit,
the frequency of travel, and the cost of travel include
accommodation cost, transportation cost, food cost, souvenirs

cost and entertainment cost. Table 7 shows the results.

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Finally, we note from Table 14 found that the Time of
Travel is affected by the cost of entertainment (statistically
significant at the 0.05 level at the Chi-Square equaled 14.462),
which confirms that visitors tend to spend more on entertainment

during the festival times and special events.

Conclusions

The expenditure include accommodation cost,
transportation costs, food cost, souvenirs cost and entertainment
cost to compare changes in spending when traveling during the
festival, it found that the travel expense for most tourists were
substantially similar. The following factors accounted for
more than 50% of expenditure: accommodation costs (54.8%),
transportation costs (64.5%), food costs (54.3%), souvenir costs
(59.5%), and entertainment costs (56.5%).

By comparing the proportion of tourists who had
experienced lower travel costs and increased classified by the
type of expenditure, it found that the proportions of expenditure
for travel increased rather than decreased for four types of costs:
accommodation costs increased 26.3% while they decreased
19.0%, food costs increased 24.8% while they decreased 21.1%,
souvenir cost increased 22.5% while they decreased 18.0%, and
entertainment costs increased 24.8% while they decreased 18.8%.
By contrast, the proportion of expenditure for tourism decreased
rather than increased only with respect to transportation costs;

they decreased20.5% while they increased 15.0%.
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From an analysis of the factors that affecting tourist travel
during the Thailand festival, it has been found that the independent
variables correlated well with nine variables: age (X1), status (X2),
income (X3), favorite place to travel (X4), the manner of traveling
(X5), companion (X6) travel transportation (X7), booking
accommodation (X8), and the favored kinds of restaurants (X9).
Results from a Binary Logistic Regression model indicated that
tourists do prefer to visit during festival periods rather than at
the regular time. The cut value 0.5resulted in predicting the

proportion (69.5%) of tourists choosing to visit at the regular time.

Influence of cost of travel during the Thailand Festival

Overall, we can conclude that during the Thailand festival
too, most tourists still spend at virtually the same level for
travel. However, some tourists experienced increased costs of
accommodation, food, souvenirs, and entertainment.

The cause of some tourists spends money for tourism per
person during the festival less than at regular time because of
during the festival there is integration with friends or relatives for
travel. There is cause the burden of expenditure making the
spending for tourism per person decline, but overall there will be
increased spending because there are an increasing number of
tourists than the regular time.

In conclusion, the festival will result in the tourist will stay
overnight per visit more due to the extended period during
the festival making the tourism have more free time to travel.

The expenditure found during a festival resulted in costs of travel,
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souvenir cost, and entertainment cost higher due to that during
the festival, the number of tourists visiting increased travel cost in
some form, such as travel by plane and car rental to raise prices
by supply and demand. The souvenir cost will increase because
travel in a festival is exclusive travel, the purchase souvenir is
increasing. The entertainment cost growth in festival due to the
attraction often have various activities that is not in usual time,
and these events can attract tourists to join so the entertainment

costs are rising.

Suggestions for tourism-related businesses and Thailand’s
government

1. This research has found that the festival is affecting the
transportation cost of travel. The suggestions that government
should stimulate tourism in collaboration with the private sector it
a view to reducing the cost of transportation during the festival;
including the expenses of travel by airplane.

2. This research has found that souvenir costs affect
the proportion of tourists visiting during festival times. The
recommended that the government should support the
development of different kind’s tourist souvenirs such as key
chains, watches, mug, T-shirt, and so on; the souvenirs could
highlight tourist attractions. The government could support
people in the community to design and produce new souvenirs.

That way, the community will also make money
