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Abstract

Writing errors are considered indicative signs of a language learning process. In assisting
the learners to successfully acquire writing skills, the error analysis is crucial. This study aimed to
1) analyze the types of errors found in argumentative writing among a group of Thai students participating
in online collaborative writing (OCW) using Google Docs and 2) explore the level of the students’ satisfaction of
OCW using Google Docs.The participants were 32 second-year English major students selected by purposive
sampling from their Writing Il course. The research instruments were 1) eight argumentative pieces of writing

and a record form of the types of errors adapted from Nourish’s (1983), 2) a 5-rating scale questionnaire,

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and 3) a semi-structured interview. The statistics used in data analysis were frequency and percentage.
346 errors in writing argumentative essays were found. The three most frequent errors were incomplete
sentences (14.74 %), misspelling (13 %), and word choices (9.83%) respectively. In terms of the students’
satisfaction, the findings indicated that the students reported being highly satisfied with OCW using Google
Docs (R: 3.50). Furthermore, the students had an overall positive feedback and found it useful in terms
of writing anywhere and anytime, and increasing their motivation. Therefore, the findings of this study
were enlightening and should be considered by English teaching practitioners in Thailand for their

pedagogical implications when teaching argumentative writing to students.

Introduction

Mastering English writing skill is a very difficult task for English as a foreign language (EFL) learners
and has been thought as a critical factor in foreign language learning (FLL) and acquisition. Most EFL learners
tend to commit errors in writing regardless of how long they have studied English (Wee, Sim, and Jusoff, 2009).
Therefore, an analysis of writing errors in English is seen as one way of improving the writing skills of learners
(Waelateh, Boonsuk, Ambele, and Jeharsae, 2019). Furthermore, argumentative writing has always been
difficult and challenging for EFL learners because the writing process includes many issues: brainstorming,
drafting, revising, and editing. A number of studies (Phoochareonsil, Moore, Gampper, Geerson, Chaturongkul,
Sutharoj and Carlon, 2016; Sermsook, Liamnimit and Pochakorn, 2017; Roongsitthichai Sriboonruang and
Prasongsook, 2019) have argued that argumentative writing is considered to be the most challenging skill
for learners in EFL context due to their limited language skills or linguistic awareness of the content,
structure and language needed for composition writing (Weigle, 2002). Nevertheless, learners should not
only learn how to write, but should also be conscious of their weaknesses in order to produce a successful
piece of writing in English, thus, errors in writing are important.

Nowadays, with the advancement of Internet technologies, online collaborative writing (OCW)
tools such as Google Docs is a learning tool which helps to implement the learner-centered approach in
a collaborative writing (CW) in which learners work together to complete a writing task and they help each
other to plan, write, and revise their tasks. According to Oxnevad (2013), document sharing provides students
with opportunities to receive immediate feedback. Since Google Docs is stored online, students can work
at school and at home from any computer with the interet connection. Therefore, Google Docs provides
support for collaboration in real time so students and teachers can have a virtual mini-conference about
the work in front of them from any location.

In short, the focus of this study is moved from individual writing to collective knowledge,
and from in-class writing to web-based applications on out-of-class writing. Even so, this study continued
to aim at investigating students’ writing at the linguistic levels that are present in their common errors using

Google Docs, and exploring the students’ attitudes towards OCW using Google Docs. Thus, the results of
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the study hopefully will have some contribution to English Language learning through recognizing and
understanding more about the errors they made in their writing compositions. The study therefore seeks
to answer the following research questions: What are the error types made by a group of Thai students in
English areumentative writing in online collaborative writing using Google Docs, and what are the students’

satisfaction with online collaborative writing?

Objectives

The primary purpose of the research studies in the fields of second language acquisition is to study
how the second language is learned, and to provide explanation as to why some learners learn better than
others (Lightbrown & Spada, 1993:115). According to Corder (1967: 165), errors can uncover a developing
system of the learners’ target language. The objectives of the study are:

1. To analyze the types of errors in writing argumentative essay made by a group of Thai
students participating in online collaborative writing (OCW) using Google Docs.

2. To explore the students’ satisfaction with OCW using Google Docs.

Related Literature
1. Errors in Learning a Foreign Language

Committing errors is an unavoidable circumstance that occurs in language learning (James,
1998: 1). Errors were recognized as the undesirable problems which instructors tried to prevent. In Thailand,
there were also studies in English writing focusing on errors made by university students during the past decade.
Hinnon’s study (2014), aimed to review a study of errors analysis in English writing of Thai university students
during the past decade and the errors of grammar, lexis, and writing organization were three main categories
found. More recently, Waelateh et al. (2019) analyzed forty-five essays, using a variety of genres by fifteen
Thai undergraduate students in a university in Southern Thailand (a total of three essays per student).
Structures of the student’s essays were identified and the errors were compared. An analysis of the errors
was based on the morphological, lexical, syntactic and discourse categories. It was found that the most
frequent errors are also associated with syntactic, lexical, morphological, and discourse features, respectively.
From the studies mentioned above, all findings demonstrated that most frequent errors made by Thai students
were grammatical errors.

2. Previous Studies of Writing Errors

As mentioned earlier, errors are an important part of effective writing, and also make it difficult
for EFL learners to write in English. Several studies have also been conducted to investigate learners’ written
errors. Wu and Garza (2014) examined the forms and features of errors in the emails of grade six English
language writing students. The findings revealed that grammar errors were most commonly observed
(subject and verb agreement, fragment sentences, and singular/plural verbs). The most frequently-made
errors were grammatical, lexical, and semantical, respectively. The results indicated that the mean number

of errors in each writing task tended to be different. This is in line with the studies of errors in English writing
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by Mogimipour and Shahrokhi (2015); Alcoy and Biel, (2018); Kongkaew and Cedar, (2018); and Bennui, (2019).
The studies also attempted to identify the students’ written errors, the results of these studies were identical.
Most errors occurring in the students’ writing were grammatical errors. From the studies earlier, they attempted
to identify and categorize the students’ written errors. Grammatical errors seemed to be the most frequent errors.

3. Error Analysis in English Writing in Thai Context

Apart from error analysis in L2 context, in Thailand, there were also studies focusing on errors
in English writing committed by university students during the past decade. The study of Hinnon (2014),
this paper aimed to review the studies of errors analysis in English writing of Thai university students during
the past decade. It was revealed that the errors of grammar and lexis, and writing organization were three
main categories found. Another study of Watcharapunyawong and Usaha (2013), they studied the writing
errors of Thai EFL students in different types of texts. In 3 separate genre narratives, descriptions, and comparisons.
They gathered 120 English paragraphs written by 40 students in a Thai university and examined the paragraphs
to identify the written errors in their writing. They found that the five most common errors in the writing of
narratives were verb-tense, word-choice, phrase structure and preposition, and the five most commmon errors
in the writing of comparison and descriptive paragraphs are articles, phrase structures, word choices, plural
form and subject-verb agreement.

Based on the studies mentioned above, the results revealed that most frequent errors were
associated with grammatical errors. This could be due to interference from L1 (students translating from
their L2, or using L1 grammar rules in L2), or they tended to overgeneralize the rules when they acquired
new structures. Moreover, they might lack familiarity with new rhetorical structures (Khatter, 2019).

4. Learners’ Satisfaction with Computer-Mediated Collaborative Writing (CMCW)

Learners’ satisfactions are also an important aspect of research in collaborative writing (CW)
since learners’ attitudes are vital to the success of collaborative work. Several studies that have explored
learners’ attitudes, mostly using the methods of questionnaire or short interviews, have reported positive
findings.

In the study of Elola and Oskoz’s (2010) and Strobl’s (2015), the participants were asked to
carry out both individual and CW in pairs. They reported positive satisfaction towards the CMCW. Furthermore,
the synchronous chat feature also allows learners to discuss, explain and contribute better ideas to their
writing. Furthermore, learners’ satisfaction on computer-mediated collaboration were found to be largely
positive in most of the studies in the aspects of a rapid and convenient collaboration.

In the study of Ansarimoghaddam and Tan (2013), they examined the effects of face-to-face
(f2f) and CMCW on learners’ individual writing outcome using pre- and post-tests. Thirty Malaysian English
as Second Language (ESL) participants worked for three weeks in groups of three to write an argumentative
essay collaboratively in both f2f mode and on Wiki. The researchers found that the learners produced
better essays individually after they had been involved in CMCW with their peers. Moreover, semi-structured
interviews with 6 groups of learners indicated their preference for CMCW. The learners cited the flexibility

of time and space, convenience, as well as the ability to check back on prior discussion.

Another study of Suwantarathip and Wichadee (2014), the researchers also compared the outcomes
and perspectives of 40 university learners writing paragraphs in both modes of collaboration using Google Docs.
The questionnaire and interviews after the tasks also provided positive feedback from learners. They rated
Google Docs highly as an easy access and easy to use as a collaborative tool that increased their motivation
and encouraged them to share ideas and interact with their peers.

5. Argumentative Writing

The argumentative is a genre of writing that requires the student to investigate a topic, collect,
generate, and evaluate evidence, and establish a position on the topic in a concise manner (Thresia, 2015).
Argumentative assignments generally call for extensive research of literature or previously published material.
Argumentative assignments may also require empirical research where the student collects data through
interviews, surveys, observations, or experiments. Detailed research allows the student to learn about
the topic and to understand different points of view regarding the topic so that she/he may choose a position
and support it with the evidence collected during research. Regardless of the amount or type of research
involved, argumentative essays must establish a clear thesis and follow sound reasoning.

Regarding the study of Yuwanti (2014), it analyzed the errors found in argumentative essays
by the 30 fourth year English major students in Brawijaya university. The errors mostly made were misinformation
with 127 errors (44%) especially misinformation of “be”. Other errors made were omission with 95 errors (3%).
It can be concluded that when producing a written work like an essay, the students focused on the content
more than on grammar. Misformation errors were made the most because in Bahasa Indonesia as the L1,
the structure like ‘be’ or regular and irregular past tense verbs are not significant or not found. Therefore,
the students have to learn them as new knowledge. This needs time and it seems that studying them
for four semesters is not enough. It is suggested that students give more time for studying grammar and
its application.

Another study of Puspita and Bayyinah (2021), it analyzed the 6 students’ grammatical errors
in argumentative writing in Indonesia. The findings showed that the types of grammatical errors mostly made
by the students were omitting auxiliary and wrong form of words which consisted of 22 errors. The findings
indicated that the students have difficulties in using the correct form, especially in the misformation of the suffix

—s/-es/ -ed/ -ing. This problem may occur due to their lack of knowledge of English grammatical rules.

Methodology
1. Participants
Thirty-two second-year English major students of Writing Il course (19 females, 13 males)
between the ages of 18 and 22 years, from Lampang Rajabhat University engaged in argumentative writing
instruction and were selected by purposive sampling. All participants engaged in OCW activities. They were
divided into 8 groups with four students in each group. In applying OCW methods, the students choose

their own partners, because giving a chance for selecting their partners could strengthen the cooperative
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learning atmosphere that is considered to be one of the central ideas of collaborative writing approach
(Mulligan & Garofalo, 2011).

When considering the students’ prior experiences, they had no previous experience with CW,
but they had other types of collaborative learning experiences, such as group discussion. The students
had been learning English from the primary school level right up to university.

2. Instruments

The research instruments used in this research study consisted of the argumentative essays
of the eight groups using Google Docs. The participants were asked to select one of the three given topics.
All topics were selected by two English teachers who considered whether the topics were appropriate for
the students’ age and background knowledge.

2.1 Argumentative Writing Tasks

The argumentative paragraph was assigned at least 100 words. All students (eight groups of
four students in each) followed all eight steps of OCW modes using Google Docs at their places.

Step one: teacher provided an overview of CW (20 minutes). In this step, writing via Google
Docs, a computer software application was implemented as an online classroom (Google Classroom).

Step two: students studied a model argumentative paragraph provided by the teacher,
and paid attention to its grammatical structure (30 minutes).

Step three: the members of each group collaboratively outlined, listed, brainstormed ideas
or organized information in their groups (30 minutes).

Step four: the students wrote their collaborative introduction, body, and conclusion as a rough
draft or first draft (40 minutes).

Step five: the students collaboratively revised the first draft by paying attention to vocabulary,
content and organization, or the details that the students needed to move, add, or remove (40 minutes).

Step six: the students discussed, and then accepted or declined the changes identified by
the group members in the revision stage, resulting in the second draft (30 minutes).

Step seven: it was a final proofreading of the second draft. The students collaboratively
corrected conventions: spelling, grammar, punctuation and mechanic errors, and produced a final draft
(30 minutes).

Final step: the students collaboratively formatted the completed paper and turned it in
(20 minutes). They were required to submit only one final paper to the teacher. Although there were a
number of writing drafts accomplished during these activities, only the final piece of writing (1 per group)
was included in this study.

2.2 Questionnaire

The questionnaire was used to survey the students’ satisfaction with OCW by using a 5-level
scale (Likert Scale). The questionnaire consisted of 5 questions and was adapted and translated into Thai
by the researcher and validated by three experts who had experience in teaching English writing at a university

level for more than ten years. One of them was a native speaker. The reliability was 0.945 through the test

with an alpha coefficient of Cronbach. The three experts also gave comments for questionnaire improvement.
The validity of the questionnaire was analyzed based on the Index of Item Objective Congruence (I0C) by
using mean and standard deviation. The result of the analysis is 0.75.
2.3 Semi-Structured Interview
The semi-structured interviews were used to collect the students’ qualitative information.
Content analysis was used to analyze the data. Six students were randomly selected to participate in the
interview sessions. Each interview was recorded, conducted in Thai and translated into English. The experts
reviewed the translations and determined whether the translated versions achieved semantic, idiomatic,
and conceptual equivalence. Any discrepancies were resolved, and all experts reached a consensus.
There was one question as follows: What do you think about online collaborative writing using Google Docs?
3. Data Collection
The data from argumentative paragraphs were gathered and analyzed. Error detection was
the first stage of the analysis (James, 1998:91). The errors in argumentative writing paragraphs were identified
by the researcher and two experts who work with the researcher in the English Department (one is Thai
who holds a Master’s degree in English, and the other is the native English-speaking teacher). Each expert
worked independently to determine types of errors, and categorized the errors in classifications and then
compared their findings.
4. Data Analysis
The data analysis procedure consisted of two stages according to the purposes of the study.
Stage 1: All of the identified errors were analyzed and categorized according to the types of errors
to get the frequency and the percentage. Then, the errors were classified into three main linguistic levels:
grammatical, lexical, and mechanical.
Stage 2: To explore the satisfaction with OCW using Goosgle Docs, the data from the questionnaire

and the interview were analyzed and interpreted.

Results

Results of the analysis revealed that twenty-two out of 25 types of errors adapted from Norrish’s (1983)
found in argumentative writing paragraphs composed by this group of Thai students, namely: incomplete
sentences, misspelling, wrong choice of words, usage of conjunctions, parallel structures, capitalization,
usage of determiners, run-on sentences, usage of verb forms, punctuations, the use of pronouns:
inappropriate usage; usage of agreements, tenses, nouns, subjects and objects, adverbs, possessives, word
order, adjectives (position), infinitives and gerunds, prepositions, and word redundancy. The error types are

illustrated as follow:

According to Table 1, considering the errors committed by the students, the errors occurring
most frequently were incomplete sentences (14.74%), misspelling (13%); and wrong choice of words (9.83%),
respectively.
1.1 Incomplete Sentences
Based on the collected results of online writing, incomplete sentences were found to be

the most problematic. For example, “She stressed.” (She is stressed.). In this case, the writer missed
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the verb “is”. Another example was: “Today, technology plays an important role in our lives.” Could be
written as: Today, technology has an important role in our lives. In this case, the writer also missed
the verb “has”.
1.2 Misspelling

The spelling errors were identified in different categories. First of all, the errors occurred
by the students adding or omitting space in a single word or compound words. The following are the exemplified
sentences:

Somefriend <Some friends> do not like English.

She is in my heart for ever. <forever>

Every body <Everybody> has several ideas.

The second common occurrence was phonetic spelling where the writer writes the phonetic
letter sounds that they hear, but the word is not correctly spelt. The following are some exemplified sentences:
He huges <hugs> her.
He felt relive <relieved> at that time.
It was her dicision <decision>.
They asked for advise <advice> from their parents.
1.3 Word Choices
The researcher confirmed the students’ word choice by asking them after finishing rating
the paper. Many sentences contained inappropriate vocabulary which deviated the meaning of the texts.
For example: He has a joke <a good sense of humor>. While a joke means something done to cause laughter,
a good sense of humor is a characteristic of being able to say or do something humorous. In this sentence,
a good sense of humor is an appropriate phrase that conveys the accurate meaning. This is another sample
of using a wrong word choice. They were lovely <nice> to me. Lovely refers to a beauty inside and outside
of a person. It is not the meaning the writer wanted to convey. In this case, nice, good quality, is a better
selection of words.
In examining the linguistic levels which presented the most errors, the errors were analyzed
by distinguishing them into three linguistic levels of English language: grammar (72%), lexis (12%), and writing
mechanics (4%). Grammar was found to be the most difficult linguistic level.

This study also focused on the students’ satisfaction as demonstrated in the following table.

According to Table 2, the students’ satisfaction level of OCW using Google Docs was at a high rate
(X = 3.50), indicating that they were satisfied with this activity. The highest average of the data came from
number 5 (I am satisfied with Google Docs’ feature which can be shared with anyone) with an average of
3.58, indicating that the students strongly agree. They felt satisfied with Google Docs’ feature which can be
shared with anyone. The second average was number 2 (I am satisfied with the ease of access in all devices)
and 4 (I am satisfied with its auto saving and automatically stored in Google Drive) with average 3.52.
The third average was number 1 with an average of 3.48 (I am satisfied with the ease of online collaborative
writing in creating and editing documents from anywhere.). While the lowest average was number 3 (I am
satisfied with tracking the changes in real-time) with an average of 3.42.

Furthermore, to elicit more details in OCW using Google Docs, six students were randomly drawn.
There were six semi-structured interviews. In the interview sessions, the students responded to the question
in Thai and their responses were translated into English. The students were labeled as follows: Student 1
(S1), Student 2 (S2), Student 3 (S3), Student 4 (S4), Student 5 (S5), and Student 6 (S6). The following consists
of excerpts from the six semi-structured interviews.

S1: I found that this writing activity was useful. Google Docs allows for real-time collaboration,
a history of changes, the ability to track changes, auto saving, work from anywhere, offline work mode, exporting,
file storage and more. Most importantly, it allowed us to stay organized and instantly see the most recent
version of our content.

S2: It was a good activity. | tried to make my paper better by using applications or programs
which were very useful. | learned a lot from them, but it took time. Nevertheless, | did not have to feel
shy when | needed to share any ideas because there were no f2f activities or interactions among the

group members.
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S3: 1 thought it was a good activity. It was similar to a writing exam. | felt quite nervous to have
my paper done via online because | needed not only to write the paper but also learned to use Google Docs.
| learned that | needed to leamn a lot about how to use Google Docs for online writing.

S4: It was quite good to write online because it allowed us to stay organized and instantly saw
the most recent version of our content. Nevertheless, | had a problem using Google Docs sometimes as
it was quite a new thing for me. For me, it was good because | could stay at my place without attending
the classroom. It was good.

S5: 1'thought it was useful for me because it helped me to save time to attend class. | could
write papers anywhere. Sometimes, we used an application or program to collaboratively recheck
or revise the writing. It helped us to correct some errors.

S6: | thought this activity was good. With Google Docs, | wrote, edited, and collaborated wherever
I was. Everyone in my group worked together at the same time. It saved time to write our assignments.
Furthermore, | even used revision history to see old versions of the same document.

Regarding the interview sessions, the results showed some interesting points. It was obvious that
the students were satisfied with these OCW using Google Docs. They reported that the benefits of OCW
using Google Docs were time saving, conveniences in grammatical error checking, anxiety decreasing,

and writing from anywhere.

Discussion and Conclusion

In the present study, the students made different types of errors. It was discovered that three major
errors in argumentative writing committed by this group of Thai students in OCW using Google Docs were
classified into three main categories: grammatical, lexical, and mechanical, respectively. Major findings
were that the three most frequent errors were: incomplete sentences (14.74%), misspelling (13%),
and word choices (9.83%). The results were supported by the study of Waelateh et al. (2019); Bennui, (2019),
Kongkaew and Cedar, (2018) that the most frequent errors are also associated with syntactic, lexical, morphological,
and discourse features, respectively.

Incomplete sentences or sentence fragments were common errors in writing argumentative
essays in OCW using Google Docs. The students often make the types of fragments such as a group of words
without a subject and/or a verb. They often forget a subject or verb in the sentence. It is a coincidence
with the study of Yuwanti (2014), stating that the findings also demonstrated that the errors mostly made
were misinformation, especially misinformation of the verb “be”. These errors might be the students falling
to recognize the sentence.

The second most frequent type of errors was lexical errors. Spelling errors were a big problem
in writing argumentative essays in OCW using Google Docs. Even so, teachers help students identify, revise,
and correct them. The misspelling was from a lack of accuracy in using vocabulary and the similarity between
certain letter sounds. Some errors might be attributed to a confusion about the proper noun usage or word

spelled similarity. The students wrote words with missing, alternating, or misplaced letters. The findings
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were supported by the study, stating that the most frequent errors found were spelling. This showed that
the students lack experience in spelling. The other factor, it might come from the problem of using
technology. Sometimes the students typed the words incorrectly. Moreover, they were careless to
recheck or revise their spellings.

Word choices were the third frequent errors in writing argumentative essays in OCW using Google Docs.
The findings revealed that most students lacked knowledge in selecting the appropriate vocabulary.
The finding agrees with other studies of Puspita and Bayyinah (2021).The main cause of errors was from
misunderstanding the real meaning of the words. The other cause of using the wrong word choices was also
from the lack of understanding the culture of English-speaking people. The findings were similar to the study
of Pennebaker, stating the students often go wrong when trying to present in a way they think. When they
overthink how to write, they tend to use constraining words that can stop them from expressing their right ideas.
This problem may occur due to their lack of knowledge of English grammatical rules. Therefore, the quantitative
findings of the present study were confirmed by Hinnon (2014) that the most errors made by students
were the errors of grammar. Furthermore, the findings of Waelateh, Boonsuk, Ambele and Jeharsae (2019)
confirmed the results of the present study that the errors related to the lexical and syntactic.

Regarding the students’ satisfaction with OCW using Google Docs, their satisfaction was high
and related to creating and editing documents, working with team members simultaneously, using in all devices,
tracking changes, auto saving, and sharing and chatting with team members. Furthermore, regarding the
interview sessions, the usefulness of an argumentative OCW using Google Docs are real-time collaboration,
auto-saving, working from anywhere, decreasing anxiety to interact with peers, and the good feature of
checking grammatical errors. The results are consistent with the previous study of Suwantarathip and
Wichadee (2014) that the satisfaction of another group of university students towards collaboration in
writing using Google Docs are also positive. They rated Google Docs highly as an ease of access and a good
collaborative tool that increased their motivation and encouraged them to share ideas and interact with
their peers. However, the findings were not generalizable to other contexts as the present study was limited

to only thirty-two university students in a northern Thai province.

Recommendations
1. Implications

Error types are important for teachers and educational developers to create remedial material
which would contribute to the achievement of quality education. The researcher believes that teachers
can help to improve the teaching and learning of English writing, according to the error analysis of the
English writing found in this study since teachers can understand why students make certain errors and then,
prepare lessons. Considering the plan, design and implementation of our English Curricula is also beneficial
since it requires adequate teaching approaches and materials (including considering the use of OLCW),

based on error types committed by students, in order to improve Thai university students’ writing skills.
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If students are satisfied with learning through technology, assigning to work collaboratively outside class
can assist teachers save time and facilitate students’ writing.
2. Future Research
Future research studies can be conducted to compare the effects of CW between face to face
and Google Docs methods on students’ writing motivation. Furthermore, students’ critical thinking skills
may be investigated when other educational technologies are implemented to compare with Google Docs.
Students can gain a lot of benefits of blended learning when technology is implemented more in the

language classroom.
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Abstract

Despite the fact that reading can be thought of as an essential life skill, motivating students to
read inside or outside of the English as a Foreign Language (EFL) classroom can be difficult.The purposes
of this research were 1) to investigate the extent to which Text Structure can help first-year students at
Thai-Nichi Institute of Technology to read more effectively and 2) to explore the students’ attitudes
towards learning reading through the use of Text Structure. The research participants were 20 first-year

students at Thai-Nichi Institute of Technology. Text structure was used with the subject group over an
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eight-week period. The instruments for data collection were lesson plans, an English reading comprehension
test, and the questionnaire of attitudes towards learning through Text Structure. The study employed
mean difference and standard deviation. The researcher administered the English reading comprehension
test before and after teaching, the pre-test and post-test scores of the group were compared using the
t-test dependent measure. The findings of the study were as follows: 1) Text structure technique enabled
the students to gain better English comprehension. The students’ post-test scores after they were exposed

to the technique were statistically higher than their pre-test ones at a 0.01 level. 2) As to their attitudes
towards Text Structure, the findings indicated that most students expressed positive attitudes towards

learning English reading through the use of Text Structure.

Introduction

Nowadays, the English language is a necessary tool for worldwide communication. As a result,
in today's fast-paced world of globalization, anyone with any level of ambition must be able to connect
with people from all over the world. Additionally, in this day and age of optimal data flows of information
it becomes necessary for individuals to possess the means to select data that is relevant to them in both
their personal and career lives in a fast and efficient way. Briefly, this means that readers must read more
effectively not only by reading faster but also with a better comprehension. The question is: How can we
increase the effectiveness and efficiency of reading to achieve such a challenging goal?

Because of the rapid advancement of technology, reading skills have become increasingly important
for Thai students. However, because there is both good and bad information, students must be selective.
They require appropriate strategies for reading and researching relevant information. The issue was that
English foreign language students lacked the necessary skills to deal with reading comprehension. Furthermore,
they were unable to employ effective reading strategies to aid in their comprehension. As a result, English
reading is critical for Thai EFL students who want to pursue higher education. Nowadays, students must use
their reading skills to read a variety of texts in their daily lives, work, and studies because they must refer to
sources such as books, magazines, and even entertainment materials that are available in English. According to
Threster (2004), comprehension is the most important factor in reading skills. Students with better English
reading skills will benefit more from their education.

As a result, we can look at the Text Structure' method as a road map to aid the students in
obtaining a better understanding in their reading. In terms of popularity and consideration, this particular
method is certainly popular. Applying text structures can be a positive issue obviously for those students
with reading difficulties (Mackenna and Stahl, 2009:19). Text Structure can be described as patterns of
structure that can be found in the text of a particular genre (McKenna and Stahl, 2009: 18). A reduced
knowledge of text structure creates problems as Text Structure is linked to reading ability (Gerster, Fuchs,

Williams and Baker, 2008). Additionally, the way in which the reader interacts with the text is dependent
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on the writer's intentions when writing the text. The deep-rooted message of the writer's resolve is described
as 'the main ideas within the text' (Pardo, 2010:175). Research findings suggest that expository or explanatory
text needs a high level of training in order for the knowledge within to be acquired and the text understood
with variables of materials duration and method needing consideration (Koda 2008:155). This particular
research detailed that the subject of text structure included both rhetorical organization and paragraph
structure. Rhetorical organization is concerned with the text's organizational pattern and reveals common
links in the text. Such connections could be things like cause and effect, comparisons, listing and problem-
solution (Blachowicz and Ogle, 2008; Farrell, 2009; Meyer and Wijekumar, 2007).

As an English teacher at Thai-Nichi Institute of Technology, the researcher also finds that first-
year students, all of whom have finished M6, share similar problems in reading English. A possible explanation
could be that most Thai students have been taught to read closely, carefully, and consequently at a low
speed. In order for these learners-especially the intermediate students to progress to more advanced
level, it is imperative that they change their reading habits and styles. They need to be trained to approach
the printed text with some definite purposes, to activate prior knowledge, to make them understand better,
to concentrate on getting the main idea, and to utilize their thinking ability. As a result, one of effective

methods in teaching reading is the use of Text Structure.

Objectives

The objectives of this study were as follow:

1. to investigate the extent to which Text Structure can help first-year students at Thai-Nichi
Institute of Technology to read English more effectively.

2. to explore the students’ attitudes towards learning reading through the use of Text Structure.

Research Questions
1. To what extend did Text Structure help students gain reading comprehension?

2. What were students’ attitude towards learning reading through the use of Text Structure?

Conceptual Framework
In the synthesis of the research conceptual framework, the researcher studied the research projects

related from scholars such as Blachowicz and Ogle, 2008; Farrell, 2009; Meyer and Wijekumar, 2007.

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Methodology
1. Participants

The research participants were a class of first-year students at thai-Nichi Institute of Technology,
a private university in Bangkok. The research participants were 20 first year students who studied
an English Language Skill Development Course and came from different faculties at TNI'in the second
semester of 2020 academic year. All of them were selected for purposive sampling.

2. Research Tool

The tools used in the data collection were lesson plans, the English reading comprehension
test, and the gquestionnaire examining students’ attitude on learning English reading comprehension
with text structure.

2.1 Lesson plans

Eight lesson plans were developed for eight weeks of teaching in accordance with

the concept of Blachowicz and Ogle, 2008; Farrell, 2009; Meyer and Wijekumar, 2007. The keys step
in teaching Text Structure are as follows: 1) An awareness of the concept of structure (or organization)
is necessary. If the students don’t have this at a level where it can be verbalized, then this is where
teaching starts. 2) A knowledge of the four common types of text organization is also necessary.
It is important to help students talk about and develop what they know of as listing, comparison,
problem-solution, and cause-effect. 3) When reading, readers should be primed to find the Text Structure
of a passage. At first, they may need the teacher’s help to do this. Later, it will be self-regulating.
4) Readers should confirm the presence or absence of a familiar structure during reading. The teacher
will need to make sure that they have a procedure for doing this and an opportunity for describing
the uncertain ties and guesses involved. 5) After reading, readers should check if the knowledge of
structure has been used properly to maximum advantage. This is a proof reading of their own processing
performance.

2.2 English Reading Comprehension Test

An English Reading comprehension test was constructed by the researcher to measure

the English comprehension of students before and after being exposed to the Text Structure employed in
this experiment. It was designed with respect to Bloom Taxonomy (1986). The test contained 30 multiple
choice items consisting of 6 stories with 3 main ideas, 11 detail, 3 reference, and 13 inferential items.
Each question has four choices, only one of which is correct. The time limit for completion of the test
was one hour. The test was reviewed by three English language lecturers of English department, Thai-Nichi
Institute of Technology before using with forty students who are not the target group in order to find out
the level of difficulty and the appropriate time to complete the test. Difficulty (p) and discriminant (r) values
of reading comprehension were determined using the 25 percent of the high and the low groups, and the
Kuder-Richardson (KR-20) reliability index was examined before the test was used with the actual target group.
Reliability coefficient value of reading comprehension test was 0. 850.The pre-experiment and post-experiment

reading comprehension test were essentially the same, with the switched order of choices only.
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2.3 An attitude questionnaire
The last instrument was a questionnaire examining students’ attitude on learning with
Text Structure. The questionnaire was selected in this study because it was a very efficient way of gathering
information about attitude; it provided straightforward written questions requiring an answer by ticking
the appropriate box. Participants were required to indicate how strongly they agree or disagree with
the statement given. It comprised ten items with a choice of five rating scale responses and one open-ended
question which were developed by the researcher and examined by three teachers from English department
to assume language accuracy and content validity. ftems with I0C values ranging from 0.50 to 1.00 were acceptable
to ensure validity. Then the questionnaire was piloted with forty students during the first semester of
the 2019 academic year at TNl and calculated for proper reliability. The value of Cronbach’s Alpha Coefficient
was 0.920.
3. Data Collection

This paper was a quasi-experimental study, which was One-Group Pretest-Posttest Design

(see table 1). Pretest and Posttest were used to compare the effect of using Text Structure in teaching

English reading before and after the experiment.

4. Procedure
Teaching English reading comprehension through Text Structure for one hour per week in
the first semester was the main instructional technique. The details of procedures are described below:
4.1 The pretest was given to the experimental group at the beginning of the experiment to
measure the students’ reading comprehension ability.
4.2 After the pretest, the experimental group was treated with Text Structure for 1 period
(60 minutes each) a week. It took 8 periods for the whole treatment, excluding the administration

of pretest, posttest and questionnaire.
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4.3 At the end of the experimental study after 8 periods of instruction, the students were
administered the posttest whose content is parallel to that of the pretest in order to compare the scores
of their reading progress.

4.4 The findings of the research employed a T-Test between pretest and posttest scores.

4.5 A set of questionnaires to find out the students’ attitude towards the Text Structure
used was distributed to the same group of students to complete.

4.6 Data from the questionnaire were analyzed using means and standard deviations
and interpreted in a form of level.

4.7 The results were analyzed and conclusion drawn.

5. Data analysis

5.1 The reading comprehension scores were calculated, employing the t-test between
pretest and posttest scores.

5.2 Data from the questionnaire were analyzed using means and standard deviations

and interpreted in a form of level.

From Table 2, it was clear that the overall scores of the reading ability of the students increased
after the experiment, with the average pretest scores of 12.50 and the average posttest score of 18.20
and average gained score of 5.60. After calculating the mean differences of the students’ reading ability
before and after the experiment, the researcher used the t-test Dependent Samples. The results were

presented in table 3 below.

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The result in table 3 revealed that the 0.01 level of significance, there was a significant difference
between the mean scores before and after experiment. This means that the students could learn English
reading by using the Text Structure technique. It could be concluded that teaching English reading through
the Text Structure technique had positive effects on the students’ English reading comprehension. In other words,
it can be assumed that this technique enables the students to gain reading comprehension.

2. Research Question 2. What were students’ attitudes towards learning reading through the use

of Text Structure?

The result in table 4 revealed that the attitudes that students had of Text Structure technique,
which was at a high level (X=4.01). When reviewing the individual statements, it was found that the students

had a high level of attitude in all items. The three statements with highest mean scores were ‘Text structure
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technique has helped me improved my reading skill in a systematic way’ (X =4.30); ‘Text structure technique
has help me think systematically the main idea of the passages more accurately’ (X=4.20); ‘Text structure
technique has helped me identify the main idea of the passages more accuracy’ (X=4.15). The item with
the lowest mean score was ‘text structure technique has helped me retain longer memory of the passage

being read’ (X=3.70) which was still at the high level.

Discussion

This research studied the use of Text Structure technique and the students’ English reading
comprehension. The purpose is to obtain results and findings that can give answers to the research questions:
1. to what extent did Text Structure help students gain reading comprehension? and 2. what were the students’
attitudes towards learning reading through the use of Text Structure? The following section provides
answers and discussion with regard to the research questions.

Research Question 1. To what extent did Text Structure help students gain reading comprehension?

This question was answered by the experiment. The results of the experiment indicated that
the students after exposure to Text Structure technique could get higher scores. The findings suggested
that the students taught through the Text Structure technique improved their English reading comprehension
(see Figure 2 and Figure3).

The results of this study were in accordance with the studies on Text Structure conducted in
the context of Thailand by Rattanavich (1990), Weerasilp (2005), and Suphachaturas (2010) all of which
indicated that Text Structure can increase students’ achievement. The research results were supportive
of Blanchowicz and Ogle (2008) whose research revealed that students who did not learn using Text
Structure did not improve their comprehension of reading nor their memory as much as those who used
Text Structure. Meyer and Wijekumar’s research (2007) concurred with these results in finding that knowledge
retention, knowledge recall and comprehension of subjects studying English as a second language are best
suited to the Text Structure. This was advocated by Boonrueng (2019), who stated that the course integrated
teaching English with concept map and charts with text structure would allow students to become
acquainted with the content of the instruction. Furthermore, Jittisukpong (2019) claimed that the knowledge
of textual awareness can enhance comprehension, and students can be trained to improve their reading
ability. However, there were some other factors other than the Text Structure that affected the students
reading comprehension. The students’ background knowledge, the topics of interest, the length of the passages,
and the complexity level of the text could be the interference variables that affected the reading comprehension
of the students. The students may use their experience and background knowledge on the topic or the content
of the passages to help in doing the reading comprehension test.

In addition, the test item used as one of the research instruments could be another threat for
the study. In creating the test, the researcher faces a number of decisions because the researcher must
verify both the Validity and the Reliability of the measuring instrument he intends to use, and made choices
regarding both the number and length of passages and the format of the items. The test included a number
of short and long reading passages, which might affect the examinees’ scores. Also, a great number of
shorter passages can represent a greater number of content areas than a single longer passage.

Research Question 2. What were the students’ attitude towards learning reading through the use
of Text Structure?

This question was answered by the questionnaire. It was found that most of the students had

positive attitudes towards the use of the Text Structure technique. The result revealed that learning reading
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through Text Structure made the students enjoy learning English, and it helped improve their reading skills,
effectively make predictions about the passage being read, and identify the main idea of the passages
more explicitly. Moreover, the students also gave useful comments on Text Structure in the last part of
the questionnaire, an open-ended part. The students reflected that they felt confident of reading English
passages, and were able to analyze and criticize the passages. It helped the students know the structure
of the passage, understand difficult passages better, think systematically, improve reading speed, retain
longer memory of the passages. Consequently, the students mostly accepted the Text Structure technique.
They did not think it wasted time to learn. They indicated that they would apply this technique for their

reading lessons.

Conclusion
Text structure technique enable the students to gain English reading comprehension. The students’
posttest scores after they were exposed to the technique were higher than their pretest ones. Moreover,

the participants expressed positive attitudes towards learning English reading through the use of Text Structure.

Recommendation

The results of the study reveal that the Text Structure technique has increased students’
English reading skill. Therefore, a replication of study could be conducted with other groups at the graduate
or undergraduate levels in other skills such as writing, speaking, or listening. It would be worthwhile to investigate
how effective is the Text Structure technique on other skills so that instructors can use findings for improving

the Mo Lam heroines. The information was collected from Mo Lam Amorn Pornsaneh, Mo Lam Chamaiporn
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Rungnapha, and Mo Lam Pitsamai Petlomchoy. The population and target groups were divided into

3 groups: the knowledge group, the practitioner group and the general information providers group.
Research instruments were a structured interview form, an unstructured interview form and an observation
form. The research applied descriptive data analysis. The results of the study showed that compositions of
the Lam poetry in melancholy style of heroine Mo Lam singers consisted of the melody of Lam, sound
and rhythm. The three Mo Lam singers applied Lam Tang Yaw of Kalasin melody. Mo Lam Amorn Pornsaneh
had a sweet and melodious voice, plainly and put the Lam poetry words in the good chamber. Mo Lam
Chamaiporn Rungnapha had a sharp voice, detailed tremolo, could reach several levels of sound and
return to the original levels of sound without distorting.In terms of rhythm, these two Mo Lam singers had
the rhythmic singing in a paragraph break. The lam singing styles were the same length of sound and went
down the end paragraph then breathed in before singing a new paragraph. Mo Lam Pitsamai Petlomchoy
had a powerful deep voice. The melodious intonation was clear in the lyrics. It was characterized by
shorter chorus spaces, shortness of breath and clear punctuation in the petition. Mo Lam Amorn Pornsaneh
was an acknowledged artist who could express her graceful and beautiful gestures on stage. This included
gestures, swapping hands and flirting while striking the script, similar to the gesture language and dance.

The objectives of this research were: 1) to compare reading comprehension abilities of Grade 6

students before and after learning from Murdock’s reading teaching method; and 2) to study attitude towards
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Thai language learning of Grade 6 students after learning from Murdock’s reading teaching method.
The samples were 17 Grade 6 students in 2™ semester, academic year of 2020 of Ban Kudsakoy School under
Sakon Nakhon Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, obtained by purposive sampling. The research
instruments were 1) learning management plans of Murdock’s reading teaching method; 2) a reading
comprehension ability test; and 3) the attitude test toward Thai language learning. Statistics used to
data analysis were mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

Research findings showed that: 1) the post-leaming reading comprehension ability of Grade 6 students
who learned from Murdock’s reading teaching method was significantly higher than their pre-learning

The objectives of this research were: 1) to compare Thai language reading abilities of Grade 3
students before and after learing by using the explicit teaching method; and 2) to compare imaginative
story writing abilities of Grade 3 students before and after learning by using the explicit teaching method.

The samples were 28 Grade 3 students in an intact classroom of Wat Samphakphaew School in
Saraburi province during the second semester of the 2020 academic year, obtained by Purposing sampling.
The research instruments were 1) learning management plans for the explicit teaching method; 2) a Thai
language reading ability test; and 3) an imaginative story writing ability test. Statistics used to data analysis
were mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

Research findings showed that: 1) the post-learning Thai language reading abilities of Grade 3
students, who learned from the explicit teaching method, was higher than their pre-learning counterpart
abilities at the .05 level of statistical significance; and 2) the post-learning imaginative story writing abilities
of the students was higher than their pre-learing counterpart abilities at the .05 level of statistical

significance.

It was found that the researcher will focus on students
to participate in answering questions conceptualization There were discussions of various issues together.
Classes were organized in groups. Students practice their ability to solve problems on their own and work
with others. to understand problems from various situations in daily life.

Cycle 2, students had the ability to solve problems through the threshold of 70 percent of
20 people representing 80 percent of the total number of students. And there were 5 students who did not
pass the criteria of the total number of students. It was found that the teachers gave importance to creating
an atmosphere, encouraging, giving advice and giving students the opportunity to think and not feel pressured.

Cycle 3, 25 students achieved a score of problem solving ability through the specified criteria of
70 percent, representing 100 percent of the total number of students. And when separating the results of
the assessment of problem solving abilities by each aspect, it was found that 93.33 percent of students
passed the criteria on the ability to identify problems, 93.33 percent of the students who passed the
criteria in analyzing problems. The proposed solution had 86.67 percent of students passing the criteria and
the ability to verify results. There were 94.67 percent of students who passed the criteria found that they
had skills in working together. have a good relationship with oneself and others in the presentation skills
of associative order Summarize the body of knowledge yourself to reflect learning from experiences or

4) Presentation (P), 5) Reflection (R), and 6) Evaluation: (E). The evaluation of the appropriate model was at
the highest level with the efficiency (E, /E,) of 80.13/81.32 which was higher than setting criterion of 75/75.

2. The results experimentation aching model that developed by the researcher found that
2.1) grade 10 students had higher learning achievement than before learning at the .05 level of significance.
2.2) Grade 10 students had solve problems abilities higher than setting criterion 75 percent at the .05 level
of significance. 2.3) The effectiveness index of the mathematics teaching model by using constructionist
theory to enhance the ability in problem solving on set entitled for grade 10 students was 0.7197.
It revealed that the students had an advancement score of learning increased with 71.97 percent.

(7E) blended with the electrical model at the established criterion of 75/75 and 2) to compare problem-
solving abilities between before and after inquiry learning activity (7E) blended with electrical models.

This participatory action research had three main objectives; 1) to study tribes’ contexts,
2) to examine the identity and explore formation of the identity and the invention of tribes’ cultural data
system, 3) to analyze ways of value creation for the tribes’ identity, to develop a cultural village, and
to promote tourism. The population in the research was the Thai Yoi tribe in Sakon Nakhon Province,
the Thai Saak tribe in Nakhon Phanom Province, and the Thai Kha tribe in Mukdahan Province. The sample
group used in the research consisted of 3 groups of 105 people, consisting of 10 community leaders from
each tribe, 20 community members from each tribe, and five representatives from government agencies
for each tribe. Research instruments for data collection were observations, in-depth interviews, focus group,
SWOT analysis, mind-mapping, and interpretative analysis. The study results suggested that the tribal Ethnics
of SANUK Provinces (Sakon Nakhon, Nakhon Phanom, Mukdaharn)had beautiful landscapes surrounded by
nature. They had their own cultural identities, which have been inherited from ancestors to descendants.
Such inherited identities are included in traditions, beliefs, amusement, languages, handicrafts, and ways of
life. Exchanging and learning forums for the tribal members were managed. The researchers also innovated
the information related to the tribes’ identities as an electronic database and published media. Moreover,
from the analysis of the potential of indigenous people’s identity, it was found that woven and basketry
handicrafts were outstanding handicrafts of the Thai Yoi and the Thai Saak tribes. The wisdom of the root
healer was the outstanding wisdom of the Thai Kha tribe.lt can create added value as unique tourism products.
The physical characteristics, traditions, cultures, ways of life of the indigenous people can create added value

as tourism activities that will impress tourists.

The reviews
covered the causes of the disease, the nature of the disease, the signs and symptoms, the factors, the effects,
and the treatment. Therefore, this study presented the subject to elderly with MCl which are aimed at them
who have a basic understanding of MCl and disease prevention in order to protect themselves correctly
