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Abstract

This survey research aimed to 1) examine the use of information technology in
learning management for secondary teachers of the deaf schools, 2) compare the
use of information technology in learning management between lower secondary
school teachers and upper secondary school teachers of the deaf schools, and 3)
investigate the problems and limitation in using information technology in learning
management for secondary school teachers of the deaf schools. The samples
consisted of 33 teachers: 19 teachers who were teaching at lower secondary school
and 14 teachers who were teaching in upper secondary school at the deaf schools in

the central region. The research instruments included a survey questionnaire and
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structured interview. The statistics used for analyzing the data were frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation as well as Mann-Whitney U for the
comparison of information technology use.

The results of the research showed that: 1) the use of information technology in learning
management for secondary school teachers of the deaf schools were: information
searching and collecting, processing, storing, creating project work and presenting were
all at a high level as a whole. The teachers in both upper and lower secondary school
teachers used information technology for information searching and collecting at the
highest level, 2) the teachers in upper secondary school used information technology
more than teachers in lower secondary school for all five aspects with statistical
significance at .05 level, and 3) the problems and limitation in using information
technology in learning management for secondary school teachers included: (1) some
teachers were insufficient computer knowledge and skills due to their age, lack of
interest in technology, or lack of background knowledge in technology, (2) lacking of
resources: insufficient computer availability, and lack of Wi-fi at the school zone, (3) the
communicative problem between teachers and students particularly in using a sign

language of the teachers.
