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Abstract

This research aimed to study working context and to synthesize interactions
among community volunteers in order to propose how to mobilize the development work
based on those interactions; A case study in Salaya, Phuthamonthon, Nakhonpathom
province. Two phases are: 1) to study working context and to synthesize interactions
among community volunteers. Thirty-five key informants were interviewed. Content
analysis was used. 2) To mobilize community development activity by using action
research process; planning stage (focus-group discussion among 10 community volunteers
and the researcher), operation and evaluation stage (implementing the plan to
71 community members, pretest-posttest of knowledge scores was compared, basic
statistics and interview were used for data analysis) and reflection stage (the reflection
from 10 participants). It was found that Salaya area was a semi-rural semi-urban society.
The community volunteers worked based on their multi-roles. Interactions among them
came from duty and kinship relations in which both together played an important role in

mobilizing activities.
