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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to develop and test the efficiency of reading
plus vocabulary enhancement activities, 2) to compare the students’ achievement before
and after using reading plus vocabulary enhancement activities, 3) to compare the
students’ retention after using reading plus vocabulary enhancement activities (14 days
after having completed them), and 4) to survey the students’ opinions toward reading plus
vocabulary enhancement activities. The subjects consisted of 37 fifth grade students at
the Elementary Demonstration School of Bansomdejchaopraya Rajabhat University. They
were required to use 10 units of reading plus vocabulary enhancement activities for a total
of 24 hours. The instruments used for this experiment were reading plus vocabulary
enhancement activities, a vocabulary achievement test as a pretest and posttest, a test on
retention, and a questionnaire on opinions towards reading plus vocabulary enhancement
activities. Statistics used in this study were percentages, mean, standard deviation and

t-test for dependent samples.

The results of the study were as follows :

1) The efficiency of the materials was 75.86 and 75.13 percent, which indicated an
acceptable level.

2) The students’ English vocabulary achievement after using the ten units of

materials was significantly higher than that of the pretest, at a level of 0.05.

3) The students’ retention of vocabulary immediately after using reading plus
vocabulary enhancement activities (14 days after having completed them) did not show
any differences.

4) The students’ opinions towards the 10 units of materials were at a good level.
