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Abstract

The objectives of this research study were 1) to train the English teachers in Faculty
of Liberal Arts on an alternative assessment in teaching English as Foreign Language and
2) to coach the trainees in designing alternative assessment activities in English Courses,
Bachelor of Arts Program in English for International Communication. The participants
were 12 English teachers at the Suphanburi campus, randomized using a purposive
technique. Also, 35 English subjects for Bachelor of Arts Program in English for International
Communication were selected. Two evaluation forms were used for data collection. One
examined participants’ satisfaction; the other evaluated alternative assessment activities.
Data analysis employed basic statistics: mean, percentage, and Index of Congruence (I0C),
including descriptive statistics. Findings indicated: 1) the participants revealed high
satisfaction on the training and 2) the development of 143 alternative assessment activities
consisted of 93 performance assessment activities and 50 authentic assessment activities
with relevant scoring rubrics. The Index of Congruence of the activities and the relevant

scoring rubrics were 0.67 to 1.00, higher than the specified criteria.
