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Abstract

This research aims to evaluate the level of development of Thailand's tourism from 2012 to
2021, according to the Tourism Area Life Cycle proposed by Butler (1980) and Coelho and Butler (2012).
The study concludes that over the past decade, the development of Thailand's tourism has been in the
development phase in the Tourism Area Life Cycle and has not shown a trend towards higher levels of
development. Policy recommendations include: (1) implementing measures to reduce disparities or
imbalances in tourism development, (2) designing tourism promotion measures considering differences
in the levels of tourism development and statuses in the Tourism Area Life Cycle, and (3) encouraging

tourism expansion primarily from domestic tourists to support sustainable tourism growth.
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
